Introducing author before quotation:Never add a period before the citation


Comma before quotation mark

According to Rossel, “The camps were unsanitary” (42).

If the quote is a complete sentence, capitalize the first letter.  If not, don’t

JUST page number in parenthesis (NO pg, p.  #, etc.)
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Introducing author after quotation:
Period is ALWAYS last
Direct quotes are verbatim (word-for-word)

Capitalize the first word of a sentence.  If quote starts mid-sentence, use ellipses and lower case (“… and”)
