A written component 
A visual component 
A presentation to the class 

Possible project ideas:
· Make a video, re-enacting a scene from your book, with a script
· Create a poster, hand-drawn or using magazine clippings and writing a character profile
· Dramatize a scene from your book and act it out for the class, with script
· Create a comic strip with detailed captions and dialogue
· Research the topic or historical background of your book and share your findings
· Create a detailed profile list of the characters in your book using PowerPoint, Google, prezi.com, etc
· Creative writing - write a “lost chapter,” epilogue, or prologue to your book
