The Pictorial Book Report

1. Pictures:  Students will take 10 pictures of everyday items that somehow tie into their science fiction/fantasy book.  Be creative and have fun with this!  The pictures must be taken by the students, and not copied and pasted from Google.  The purpose is to make connections to your lives, and using Google will not accomplish that.  BE SAFE!!!
2. Paragraphs:  Students will then type a 5 sentence paragraph about each picture.  You need to explain what the picture is and how it ties into the book in your own words.  Do not commit plagiarism! 

3. Poster or PowerPoint:  Students will take those pictures and typed paragraphs and create either a poster or a PowerPoint with the pictures and paragraphs in a logical order. 

4. Presentation:  Each student will make a 2-3 minute presentation to the class to exhibit his or her poster or PowerPoint.  You will select only your favorite three photos and paragraphs to share.  Make sure to have selected those three prior to the presentation.  Remember to speak loudly and clearly and look at your audience.  Also, keep hands out of pockets and stand still while presenting.

* If acquiring and using a digital camera/computer is an issue, please speak to me privately and we can work out a modification to the assignment that still meets the requirements.
